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Re-Enrollment Underway For 2012 -13 School Year; Re -Enroll Early And Save  

The re -enrollment process for the 

2012-13 school year is now un-

derway and includes a discount 

for families who re -enroll early. 

Families who re -enroll by Janu-

ary 31 will pay the Early Bird 

rate of $175. Those who re -enroll 

from February 1 - March 31 will 

be asked to pay the Regular Rate 

of $250. Anyone re -enrolling af-

ter March 31 will pay the Late 

Rate of $325. 

Additionally, SLHS is pleased to 

share that the schoolõs Board of Di-

rectors voted in October to not raise 

tuition for the 2012 -13 school year.  

Families who pay tuition, in full, by 

July 1 will receive a 2 -percent dis-

count for the 12 -13 academic year.  

Beginning July 1, SLHS will no longer 

be able to absorb the credit card fee 

for tuition payments. Effective that 

date, SLHS will only be able to accept 

tuition payments through FACTS or 

by check.     

Early Decision Admissions Window for 2012 -13 School Year Open Until December 15th  

The Early Decision application win-

dow for the 2012 -13 school year at 

Sierra Lutheran High School will be 

open through December 15.  SLHS 

encourages prospective families and 

applicants who have not yet begun 

the process to submit an application  

as soon as possible to become part of 

the Falcon Family in 2012 -13.  

The admissions application and the 

applicable forms are available under 

the Admissions link on the school 

website ð www.slhs.com .    

Applicants who have completed 

each step in the admissions process 

by the Early Decision deadline of 

December 15 will have their $175 

enrollment fee applied to the first 

month's tuition.

FALCONS FLIGHT plans:  The largest graduating class, the Class of 2012, already has more than 65 applica-

tions out to universities and colleges that cover a geographic area from Massachusetts to Ohio to Texas to San 

Diego and up to Seattle. Acceptance letters are already starting to come in! Please keep them and their plans in 

your prayers as they faithfully try and follow the path that God has planned out for them (Jer 29:11).

PSAT and EXPLORE Testing:  Information nights in January to explain the results of these exams to students 

and parents will be announced in early January. Stay tuned for the release of those dates.   The students will re-

ceive their actual test booklet and a comprehensive break -down of their answers and the correct answers.   This is 

a very useful guide for helping to study for the SAT and ACT exams.    

 

Seniors:   All government aid is now funded through one program called FAFSA.   In order to apply, you need a 

PIN number for both parents and student as well as completed 2011 tax information.   Your 2011 taxes do not 

have to be filed to start the process. You can begin the process now by obtaining a PIN number at 

www.pin.ed.gov .  For more information on the FAFSA program, please visit to www.fafsa.ed.gov . 

The year is flying by so remember to start the application process. Know the deadlines for your schools of 

interest.   Please remember that if you are requesting transcripts or letters of recommendation, you need to give 

the staff time to complete your request.   In other words, donõt ask two days before a deadline. 

 

Juniors:   Remember to sign up for the SAT and/or ACT exams.    

The recommended practice is to take both the ACT and SAT the junior year.   The ACT is an achievement test 

which measures a studentõs ability to recall facts.  The SAT is a reasoning test.   Usually a student will score bet-

ter on one or the other.   They should take the test that they scored higher on the fall of their senior year to en-

sure that the best possible scores are sent to the colleges of their choice.
