 Are you smarter than a falcon?  

 Noted animal expert Jack Hannah would 

likely know best when it comes to comparing man to 

this stately bird of prey. But when it comes to compar-

ing the Sierra Lutheran Falcons of the Academic Olym-

pic program to their competition, thereõs no debate. 

 After winning four of the last five 1A State 

Championships, the SLHS Academic Olympic program 

has established itself as one of the premier programs in 

the state. However, after narrowly missing out on the 

2010 title, SLHS has a renewed sense of purpose head-

ing into the 2011season, and, in particular, the north-

ern Nevada Regional set for SLHS on November 7.  

 The 2011 SLHS Academic Olympic Team has a 

number of new faces, including that of first -year head 

coach, Dr. Tami Seddon, SLHSõs venerable math and 

science teacher, who has taken the AO reigns from 

Norm Brauer, Sierra Lutheranõs founding Academic 

Olympics Coach.  

 A charter member of the SLHS faculty, Dr. 

Seddon has been an integral part of preparing SLHSõs AO team in the areas of math and 

science. And after almost six weeks of working with this yearõs team, she is encouraged 

about the Falconsõ chances this year. 

A record twenty students tried out for the 2011 squad, which features twelve 

students. The process for making the team involved being tested on 180 questions that 

ranged in topic from math and science to grammar and literature, to history, with a 

sprinkling of music, arts, sports, and current event questions.  

òThe students amazed me with not only their breadth, but also their depth of 

knowledge,ó Seddon said. òI gained a completely new appreciation for this event during 

the testing process, as I realized the many skill sets that these students had to use to get 

the questions correct.ó  

Seniors Bradley Goins, Jonny Harms, Scott Johnson, Conner Love, Mikey Over-

ton, and Ben Sever, will play instrumental roles in helping to lead this yearõs team. They 

are joined by junior, Jacob Medlock and several strong sophomore - Daniel Flanagan, 

Kidrick Fore, Riley Gruber, Donovan Harrison and Chase Johnson.  

òSeveral of our seniors have been competing at the State level for several years,ó 

Seddon continued. òSo they have the experience and knowledge base to do very well this 

year.ó 

The road to the state championship will be dependent on Sierra Lutheranõs abil-

ity to earn enough points at three Regional meets, each one featuring four, 30 -minute 

rounds. Points are awarded after each round according to how each team places.  

A first place finish where six teams competed would garner six points. In the 1A 

Western Region this year, there will be three teams advancing to the state competition 

on November 21 at SLHS.  After one Regional match Sierra Lutheran is in the lead with 

20.5 points.

 On Friday, October 28, the NIAA held the 2011 North-

ern Region Cross Country Meet at Rancho San Rafael Park in 

Reno. 

 Senior Becky Grabow took second place with a time of 

20:51, and Erin Henry finished ninth with a time of 22:03 in 

the 2A Regional, to lead the girlsõ team to a 3rd place finish and 

an automatic berth in the State Meet.  

 Rounding out the girlsõ side for SLHS was Sierra Stu-

lac, who finished 16th in 24:06; Abby Williams (26th place) in 

26:33, and Alesha Martinez (27 th  place) in 26:34

weekendõs State Meet. Williamsõ time was the second fastest time of the day among all the schools. 

 Luke Barulich finished 8th in 18:21; Donovan Harrison (12 th ) in 18:59; John McRae (14 th ) in 

19:09; Wyatt Hicks (25 th ) in 20:16, and Jonny Harms (29 th ) in 20:32. As a team, the boys placed sec-

ond.
