Blue Go Service to Begin October 3

The official start date for the highly-anticipated partnership between Sierra
Lutheran High School and the Blue Go transit service is set for Monday, October 3, with
routes servicing three areas within SLHS’s catchment area.

The route times and destinations reflect the opportunity for students to be
dropped off in the morning at 7:49 a.m. (Carson City and South Lake Tahoe passengers)
and 7:55 a.m. (Minden-Gardnerville passengers).

Return trips for passengers from Minden-Gardnerville leave at 3:32 p.m. and
5:17 p.m. Afternoon departures for Carson City and South Lake Tahoe passengers leave
at 3:55 p.m. and 6:05 p.m.

The northbound route, which will begin at the Blue Go stop in the Ranchos,
will see the bus travel up Tillman and Centerville to Waterloo before stopping at Lampe
Park. It will then proceed north on Highway 395 through Minden with stops in front of
the medical center, Smith’s, and the Carson Valley Inn before continuing north on 395 to
SLHS.

Southbound passengers headed to SLHS will pick-up service at the Jump
Around Carson (JAC) Center at Washington and Plaza. The route will head south on
Stewart with a brief stop at Carson Valley Plaza and Fuji Park before arriving at SLHS.

Passengers travelling from South Lake Tahoe in the morning will depart from
the Blue Go terminal at Stateline at 6:30 a.m. and arrive at SLHS at 7:55 a.m. Return
trips to South Lake Tahoe will be routed back through the JAC Center at Washington
and Plaza, departing SLHS at either 3:55 or 6:05 p.m. and arriving back at Stateline at
either 5:15 or 7:48 p.m.

Please remember that I have a lot of information on college testing, careers, and financial aid for college that is avail-
able to you. You can ask your son/daughter to pick-up some information or set up a time to meet with me.

College Fairs in this area are limited, but we are planning a trip to the WACAC College Fair on Nov. 6th in Reno.
Please have students sign-up on our new college and career bulletin board (outside room 123) so that we can plan our
Falcon trip to this event. We would also like to plan a similar trip to the NACAC College Fair in San Francisco next
April — stay tuned for the details. There are also Christian College Fairs in California. You can visit www.nccf.us to
find one that may work into your plans.

Sophomores and Juniors:

Remember that ALL sophomores and juniors will be taking the PSAT test on Wednesday October 12th during school
hours. All students taking the test have received a preparation booklet. Please encourage your son/daughter to spend
time studying this valuable resource. Time spent studying this guide will pay-off with higher scores on not only the
PSAT, but also the SAT. Also, make sure that your son/daughter gets a good night’s sleep the night before and a
healthy breakfast the morning of the 12th, Their brain’s need rest and nutrition to function at the highest level.

What is the PSAT/NMSQT?

The PSAT/NMSQT is a student’s first official step on the road to college. It encourages students to start planning for
life after high school either by jump-starting their college search process or, for some, introducing them to the concept
of attending college.

The PSAT/NMSQT assesses critical reading (passage-based reading, sentence completion), math reasoning (numbers
and operations, algebra and functions, geometry and measurement, data analysis, statistics, probability), and writing
skills (sentence error identification, sentence and paragraph improvements) that are important for success in college.

Why should my child take the PSAT/NMSQT?

On average, students who take the PSAT/NMSQT earn higher scores on the SAT than those who do not. The tests
have the same format, directions, sample questions, and question types.

Freshmen:

On October 12th all freshmen will be taking the EXPLORE exam that will help them identify areas of strength as they
“explore” different career pathways. The EXPLORE exam will be given at the same time that the sophomores and jun-
iors are taking the PSAT exam.

Juniors and Seniors:
Remember to sign up for the SAT and/or ACT exams.

Seniors — remember to start the application process. Know the deadlines for the schools you are interested in applying
to — you will be surprised how quickly they come and go. If you need to ask for a letter of recommendation from a
teacher, please, be courteous and give the teacher several weeks to accommodate your request (i.e. don’t say “ I need a
letter of recommendation by tomorrow”). We now have transcript request forms and letter of recommendation

request forms that need to be turned in with your requests.
